NCCPL Memorandum of Understanding

Northern California Consortium of Psychology Libraries (NCCPL) was established in 1985 to join together libraries and information centers which serve psychology, counseling, and mental health communities. 

Purpose:
NCCPL is a consortium of Northern California libraries at educational institutions, all of which support programs in psychology, and may support additional educational programs. The Consortium strives to enhance the effectiveness of its members through collaboration and mutual support. 
Membership:
Any library or information center in Northern California that serves the psychology and/or mental health community and shares the interests and goals of NCCPL is eligible for membership. Potential member libraries must employ a librarian with a Master's degree from an ALA accredited institution, and admission to membership is based on a two-thirds vote by the total membership. There shall be two categories of membership, Regular and Associate; details of these categories and conditions for membership in good standing are described in Article III, Membership, of the NCCPL Bylaws.

Activities, duties and responsibilities of NCCPL members:

NCCPL member responsibilities, joint projects, programs and activities are intended to support its members in serving the psychology- and counseling-related constituents (students, faculty, and institutional communities) of each member library. They are described in the NCCPL Bylaws and in the document “NCCPL Activities, Agreements, and Privileges”. Either may be modified to include new intiatives and/or to reflect changing environments for member libraries. The latter document may be revised by action at one of the regularly-scheduled meetings; or the NCCPL bylaws may be modified according to the process for revision laid out therein.
Finances:
Each member library (and/or its institution) is responsible for paying annual dues in a timely manner to maintain good standing within NCCPL. The amount of annual dues will be set at one of the regularly-scheduled meetings. Each participating member library (and/or its institution) is also responsible for paying its share of any group purchase within 30 days from the issuance of invoice.

Revision or termination of this Memorandum of Understanding:
The Memorandum of Understanding between all NCCPL members may be revised in the same manner as that stated our bylaws for bylaws revision, to whit, by a two-thirds vote of the Regular membership following written notification of the proposed changes with text of the amendments. Individual members of NCCPL may elect to withdraw from the consortium upon notifying one of the current Officers.
